· CANSTATS: no report from Sam.  Andre Leclerc working with Natstats.  It’s an access based program.  Andre wants to improve the program before sending to provincial statisticians.

12. Canadian Championships: Motion by Dale Squires to accept the bid from Saskatchewan to host the 2012 Canadians, 2nd by Howard Weitzel Jr, carried.  Dates to be determined.
13. Any other business: Dorothy Butts explained BC’s fund raising and maybe Horseshoe Canada could adopt the idea.
