· Rules and Regulations: Jack Adams noted we need to add to our Official Rules Governing the Sport of Horseshoe Pitching: “closed toe shoes must be worn and shirts cannot be sleeveless” on Page 13 AFTER Note:  Horseshoe Canada Rules Committee shall, etc. This is to conform to current NHPA rules. Dorothy Butts – issues about the address platform.
· Yearbook: Andre Leclerc: cost is now $9.30. Printing fewer copies therefore increasing the cost.
Motion by Sheryl Arnold to increase the price by $2.00 to $12.00, 2nd by Dorothy Butts, carried. Sheryl said she will not be sending out invoices, invoices are sent out with the orders. Yearbook financial report available upon request!
