Thank you for entering this year’s Ringer Classic. This year we have 145+ participants. As always this tournament is officially sanctioned by Horseshoe Ontario under sanction  # 514. Below you will find the date and time you are scheduled to play. Please check in one hour before your playing time. You will be assigned a court at that time. Your round robin card will indicate point/shoe games. If you are tied at the end of a game, each player will go down and back until the tie is broken. 

All entry fees are returned to their specific class pool plus the Khaki Tournament Fund will be adding approximately $2000.00 to the prize money pool.

Roast Beef banquet dinner – Saturday night starting approx. 6 pm in the main hall. Please be sure to get your tickets by 2 pm as there are only 100 tickets available. This always proves to be a good meal. 

Breakfast – available both Saturday & Sunday morning from 7 am – 9 am in the main hall.

Fast food is available from 11 am to 2:30 pm Saturday & Sunday.

Camping – If you have reserved a campsite please check in at the club bar upon arrival to find out where you are to set up camp and pay for your camping.

Scorekeepers – needed for every shift ($2.00 per game). We are asking you register to keep score as early as possible to enable us to get the play started on time.

Membership cards – WILL BE CHECKED

Name shirts – your name and province or state must be printed on the back of your shirt. Failure to do so will result in a $5.00 assessment, which will go into the Khaki Tournament Fund. This means printed on your shirt not masking tape, cardboard, etc.

A First place tie in your division – must be settled on the courts. Please come to the tournament desk immediately and you will be assigned a court for play-off game(s). Do not leave your courts until your group is completely finished. 

Payouts – approximately 1 hour after your entire group has finished play. 

Alcohol beverages – are available at the club, but there will be no alcoholic beverages allowed into the pitching area.

Shovels and watering cans – are available and we ask that each player maintains the courts on which he or she pitched.

Your co-operation in keeping this tournament running smoothly is much needed and greatly appreciated. Good pitching to everyone and may there be many four dead.
